Does the Library collect overdue fees? 

The library does not collect overdue fees.  However, 

the library does require patrons to replace lost or 

damaged items. 

Can I still check out books if I have overdue books? 

Patrons may not check out more items with currently 

overdue items. 

What is the age policy?
